Pre-Authorized Giving 

The Archdiocese of Toronto has established a Pre-Authorized Giving (PAG) plan to assist you in your support of the 

work of the parish through your regular parish offerings. To accomplish the mission entrusted to us by Christ, the par-

ishes depend entirely on the generosity of their parishioners. PAG allows you to give to your parish through a sched-

uled monthly transfer, from your bank account or credit card. These funds are then deposited directly into the parish 

account.  

To enroll in the Pre Authorized Giving Program please pick-up a registration form at the back of the Church and drop it 

off at the Parish Office.  

 

Mass Intentions 

Masses can be offered for loved ones, living or de-

ceased. A Mass intention can be for an individual or 

for multiple people, such as a couple or a family. We 

can accept Mass intentions up to one year before 

the intention (i.e. through August 2026). Please con-

tact the Church office for a Mass intention. There 

are two kinds of Masses available: 

Announced Masses: you may offer this Mass on a 

chosen date and the intention is announced at the 

beginning of Mass. The suggested donation is $20. 

Weekend Masses are presently booked until the end 

of December 2024. Weekday Masses are available 

anytime. 

Unannounced Masses: you may offer this Mass, 

which will be celebrated privately by Fr. Eric. The 

suggested donation is $10.  

Youth Ministry 

In October, St. James Parish is going to have two youth minis-

tries launching! Edge is for grades 6 through 8 (ages 11-

14). LifeTeen is for grades 9 through 12 (ages 15-18).  

Both youth ministries will feature games, talks, snacks, and 

group discussions. And both are completely free - there is no 

cost to attend or registration fee! 

Edge and LifeTeen will run on alternating Friday nights from 

5:30 - 7 pm for October through June. A schedule is coming 

soon!
