The Archdiocese of Toronto has established a Pre-Authorized Giving (PAG) plan to assist you in your support of the work of 

the parish through your regular parish offerings. To accomplish the mission entrusted to us by Christ, the parishes depend 

entirely on the generosity of their parishioners. PAG allows you to give to your parish through a scheduled monthly transfer, 

from your bank account or credit card. These funds are then deposited directly into the parish account.
